RE:     Expanding the SBCCOG membership to include the County 
At the last meeting, it was agreed to invite the county to join the SBCCOG without changing our voting rules – i.e. only elected officials be allowed to vote.  The Board did agree that if a supervisor sent someone from their staff, they could sit at the Board  table and participate without a vote.

This was proposed to our county supervisors’ offices (Knabe & Burke) and both of them stated that they would not recommend approval.  The Second District stated “Thank you for moving this forward with the SBCCOG Board but the Second District would not support the recommendation that the alternate appointed by the Supervisor would not be a voting member.”  And the Fourth District’s response was, “I cannot recommend membership with different conditions than our other two COGS have agreed too. Both the San Gabriel Valley COG and the Gateway City COG have allowed the Supervisors to appoint a voting alternate. Both COGS have amended their MOU's to allow this.”
Instead of sending a formal letter to the county, the issue was brought back to the Steering Committee for further discussion.
RECOMMENDATION

The Steering Committee is recommending that the County be invited to join the SBCCOG and that the voting rules be changed to designate a senior staff person can be appointed as a voting alternate for the county only as long as that person is the consistent designated representative and is capable of voting for the supervisor at meetings.   
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
