Non-Payment of Dues.  If a Member fails to pay dues within three months of the annual dues assessment as required under Section 24 of this Third Amended and Restated Agreement and the Bylaws, and after a 30-day written notice is provided to that Member, the Member shall be deemed to be suspended from this Third Amended and Restated Agreement and the Council.  When a Member is suspended, no representative of that Member shall participate or vote on the Governing Board.  Such a Member shall be readmitted only upon the payment of all dues then owed by the Member, including dues incurred prior to the suspension and during the suspension.

· Per JPA agreement, letters to non-paying cities should be sent no later than October 1 and suspension would begin November 1 if dues have not been received.

· SBESC volunteer and Creative Greenius blogger Joe Galliani is the Chair and brought this request to the SBCCOG

J. Metro Measure R  Issues
· 3% draft policy – Metro memo attached – discusses a 3% required local match 
for rail transit projects and for the COGs to decide who pays what.
· I made the following comment via e-mail to our 3 Metro Board reps:



First of all, the 3% requirement is not in Measure R.  Realistically, our cities who 



have to wait until the 2030’s for rail transit are paying sales tax for 20 years to 



support the rail system for other areas of the county and then when it gets to us, 



we have to pay for something which the voters have already approved?  Maybe 



waiting for 20 years should be considered our local contribution.




And, if there was a local match requirement, it is not the role of the COGs to 



determine how the 3% on a corridor would be split.  We are a voluntary 




organization that doesn’t have the authority to tell cities to do anything.  

· ACTION:  Send formal letter of opposition and copy our members requesting 
they do the same

· Crenshaw – Metro is making a decision shortly as to whether to adopt light rail 
technology for the Crenshaw Corridor or bus rapid transit.  
· Our member, Inglewood, through which this line will traverse, supports rail
· Time savings projected with bus rapid transit are not very much and therefore 
      not as effective for the passenger
· This decision could affect whether rail is chosen for the Harbor Subdivision in 

       the future or the extension of the Green Line.  
· ACTION:  Send letter endorsing rail transit for the Crenshaw Corridor
· $1 million highway funds – SBCCOG sent a letter requesting this funding to 
implement the highway projects in Measure R.  We have received an informal 
response that the only funds available are our $906 million in Measure R and we 
can take the funds from there.
· Cities are encouraged to add their projects that are access the freeways but 

      are up to ½ mile away 
· SBCCOG staff will also meet with Caltrans to discuss how to proceed
K.  Marine Life Protection Act 

· Any follow-up?  This item was discussed briefly at the last Board meeting.  
· The issues involved are technical and appear to affect each of our cities with 
coastline differently.
