Minutes

I. Self Introductions & Approval Of Minutes – approved.
II. 190th Update –Davina Buenavista, City of Torrance

Davina Buenavista reported that the City of Torrance will be widening the roadway on 190th for a 1.3 mile segment. Redondo Beach recently completed their section of this corridor and Los Angeles County completed the signal work.  While Torrance conducts their work, 190th will have one lane open.  The project is scheduled to be completed before the Thanksgiving Holiday.
III. NPDES Update – Mike Shay, Redondo Beach

Mike Shay reported on recent NPDES issues.  The California Regional Water Quality Control Board is responsible for updating the water quality control plan for the region.  A law suit was filed against the Control Board by cities primarily in the Gateway subregion.  The cities claimed that the triennial review conducted by the Control Board was not done adequately.  The update included measures that were based on potential use and this is not allowed.  The plan must be base on a probable use.  In addition, some standards included in the plan were not considered feasible.  The Board is required by State Law to review the impact of all the standards and assess if they are feasible or not.  

The Court found in favor of the cities and as a result the Control Board can’t take action on the current NPDES requirements until the plan is revised.  During this revision process, cities should assess if the standards have undergone analyze and are feasible and make comments if necessary.
Kim Fuentes added that other cities were taking this court ruling as an opportunity to comment on the plan and process.  She asked the IWG attendees if they would like to formalize comments.  The Group decided to take action city by city if needed.  Kim stated that she would share with the IWG any comments received by cities.  Jacki Bacharach added that the SBCCOG City Managers will have a speaker on this topic at their next meeting.
IV. Goods Movements – Kim Fuentes, SBCCOG
Kim Fuentes stated that the KOA team had found that project Ref #4 from the top 15 list was completed and should be removed from the list.  Also, Project Ref #15 had funds deobligated by Metro causing the project to be severely under funded and it is likely not a short range project.  KOA recommended this project also be removed.  The IWG agreed and replaced these projects with projects Ref #14 and Ref #32.  
V. Agency Reports:
· SBCCOG – Jacki Bacharach, SBCCOG, reported that the West Basin Water District will be talking about water ordnances at the next COG Board meeting.  The COG is also coordinating Media training on October 16.  The training includes dinner and the cost is $249 for the first person and $199 per person for other attendees of the same city.  Congress Woman Harmon is opposed to the LNG terminal proposal and cities should review this issue. The COG Transportation Committee will not be meeting in Sept.  Regarding the sales tax measure, the Governor is currently not signing bills until the budget is passed, so it is not certain it will be on the ballet.  Regarding congestion pricing, the SBCCOG is following the issue, but the benefit to the South Bay is not apparent.  The SBCCOG will continue to follow this issue and report back to IWG.  The South Bay Environmental Services Center is working on a contract with partners that will include hard energy saving goals.  

· South Bay Traffic Forum – Jane White, LA County DWP, reported that to date 76 intersections have been installed with radios and 46 of these intersections have been implemented with timing and connected to the County’s TSCS.  For the TSSP projects the construction is either completed or almost complete for the 1999 projects.  The 2001 projects are all under design.  
· Metro – Kathy McCune, Metro, reported that the HOT lanes for the I-10 and the I-110 have been approved by the Transportation Committee. The Call for Project has been delayed for 90 days to see what will happen with the sales tax.  Packets are schedule to go out in Nov. and Dec. with applications due in Jan. 2009.  Currently there is not funding for TDM projects or bus purchases.  Regarding the Harbor subdivision, the alternatives analysis has been started and Metro will be attending COG meetings to collect feedback.  This analysis is scheduled to be completed in Oct. 2009.  There are early scoping meetings scheduled for Sept. 23 (Torrance), Sept. 24 (Wilmington), Sept. 25 (Huntington Park), Sept. 30 (El Segundo).  There will also be an agency meeting on Sept. 30.  
· Caltrans – Tony Cole, Caltrans, reported that the PCH signal sync. system has been performing better than expected.  

VI. Other Business - West Basin Water District will be hosting the next IWG meeting.  There will be a tour after the meeting.
