Infrastructure Working Group – July 23, 2008 - Minutes

I. Approval of Minutes – approved

II. SBCCOG Goods Movement Study – Joel Falter & Bob Cheung, KOA 
The KOA team reviewed what the final produce was going to be from the goods movement study which is to identify 7 intersections that need projects that will increase goods movement in the South Bay and take these improvements through 90% of the design work.  

KOA went over the project list with the final rankings for the first 15 which later will be scaled down to 7 based on more analysis.  Projects were ranked based on:  Goods Movement relevance; Implementation; Financial; Operational; and Policy Issues.  
The project order was changed lightly from the last IWG meeting based on the following;
· Projects that did not need funding were ranked lower,

· Projects that did not need design were ranked lower,
· Projects that represented a corridor with more than 5 intersections were ranked lower.
The group discussed the project list and the ranked order including whether they wanted to use all the funding for one corridor vs. spreading the funding out over many projects.  In the end, they decided to fund multiple projects covering many cities in the South Bay in stead of one corridor.  There was discussion of Need to have signoff on the 15 projects to move forward.

The IWG approved the KOA recommended list of the top 15 projects with one change which was to move the County of Los Angeles project number 16 to number 15 and move down the City of Los Angeles project number 15 to number 16 based on ROW issues. 

In addition, the IWG asked that Metro look into whether the City of Los Angeles project had its funds deobligated and for KOA to review the status of SBTP-34 – Pavement Rehab on Sepulveda in Carson to assess if the improvements have been made.  KOA will follow-up on both requests.
III. Flexi-Pave – Chris Copelan, Flex-Pave

Chris presented on Flex-Pave which is a paving system the can offer cities credit towards LEED certification.  Flex-Pave is made from recycled passenger tires, aggregate, and a bonding agent.  It is mixed directly on the construction site and cures in 24-hours.  Once it cures it is a pervious, porous, heavy duty flexible surface.  It is designed for low speed applications including pedestrian paths, parking lots, golf cart paths, bicycle paths, jogging paths, landscaped areas, etc.  The surface aids in waste water management, erosion control, water drainage, water runoff, and water retention.  
Questions from the IWG included: 
· Do crews need to be trained to do repairs?  Yes, and if city workers were going to do the repairs they would need to be trained.  

· Is there any metal from tires in the mix?  No, metal from the tires is separated out.
· Will the color change over time - it will fade?  Yes, as any material exposed to sun light for long periods of time, it will fade.
· Does it prevent roots from coming through?  Yes, it reduces root intrusion.
· Is there a warranty?  No, there is not a warranty.
· What is the life expectancy?  Currently the company does not have a life expectancy number as the material has only been in use for 7 years.  It has at least a 7 year life expectancy based on this experience, but it might be a lot longer, they just don’t know yet.
· What is the cost?  The cost is $7.00 square foot installed.  This price is comparable to concrete and assault.
IV. Agency Reports

SBCCOG – Model Corridor, staff has received Task 3 draft report - Status of Existing Conditions by Berkeley Transportation Systems (BTS).  This draft report includes review of the existing I-405 corridor conditions; corridor management practices; and freeway and arterial plans for the study area. Also included is a discussion of potential data sources beyond the Sensys detection system such as the County of Los Angele’s traffic management system data.  The report makes some recommendations on what corridors to study.  The SBCCOG staff held a conference call with BTS and SCAG to discuss this draft report and possible corridors.  It was agreed that the selected corridor should go into the city that is most interested in having the study.  This city would serve as a pilot for the first study which could later be replicated in any city that is interested.  This project was discussed at the last IWG meeting and the only city that expressed interest was the City of Carson.  

Kim asked the IWG at this July meeting if there were any other cities interested at this time.  The IWG members agreed it should be conducted in Carson.  
Metro – Congestion Pricing:  the congestion pricing study/demonstration project has been changed to include the I-110 and I-10.   Metro has received $210.6 million from USDOT for the project.  Sales tax – Metro is moving forward on the sales tax initiative and the list of potentially funded projects includes many projects in the South Bay.  Call for projects – Metro has not decided if they will have a call or not, but if they do, it will not be as extensive as it has been in the past.

V. Other Business – Sept. IWG meeting will be held at the West Basin water district and Metro will be making a presentation on the Harbor Freeway Transitway Demonstration Project.
Also, the IWG would like to have a speaker from the Water Board regarding court case at a future meeting.
SBCOG staff to follow-up with other possible meeting locations including El Segundo Golf Course.
Steve reported on the TAC discussion of Safe Routes to Schools funding.  He stated that Southern California has 60% population, but only received 40% of the funding in the last cycle.  The TAC is discussing how to get move of the funding into Southern California which may include increasing the representatives from Southern California on the selection committee.
