I. Self Introductions and Approval of Minutes - approved
II. Goods Movement Study
Joel Falter & Bob Cheung, KOA presented the project list and ranking criteria.  The projects were ranked based on:

· Goods Movement relevance

· Implementation

· Financial 

· Operational

· Policy Issues

Where truck volumes were not available the consultant team did field observations. 
The group discussion highlights included:
· There appears to be some projects on the project list that have just recently received funding.  These projects should be removed.  The intent of the study is to position projects that have not received funding and bring them through preliminary design so that they are shelf ready to be submitted for future funding.
· The list focuses on goods movement short-range projects (5 years including construction) identified in the first phase of the study conducted by MMA and the SBCCOG transportation project list.

· Projects that do not need design work should not be included as the main focus of this project is to complete  design work up to 90%.

· More detail is need on the project rankings so that cities can see how their individual projects compare with others in the various categories.
· Projects should be mapped.

Follow up steps: 
· Send out handouts from the meeting to the IWG and ask members to review list and remove projects that are funded,

· More clearly define study and products,

· KOA to follow-up with cities that might have projects on the list that are funded,
· KOA to map projects
At the next meeting there will be a recommendation for the top 15 project which will receive the preliminary design.  At the Aug.,  meeting the costs benefit analyses of the top 15 will be presented.
III. SmartCover

Gregory Quist, HARONEX, presented.  HADRONEX is a new company that stated in California.  SmartCover is a technology that uses a sensor to monitor wastewater levels in manholes and transmits warnings of blockages.  This technology helps to prevent sewer spills, illegal dumping, vandalism, and business avoid fines.  The SmartCover system provides continuous real-time monitoring of critical locations and sends alarm upon intrusion or surcharge.  It mounts directly onto manhole covers or hatches, does not require a confined space entry, and is immediately operational.  The system is self-contained; battery powered, low voltage, and provides wireless communications to cell phones, pagers, and secure web pages that logs continuous histories of locations.  The company monitors the equipment to make sure it is operating 24/7 and this service is included for one year upon installation.  After installation, cities can subscribe to the service.  The life of the equipment is projected to be 5 years.
Approximate Costs: $3,500 installed.  The City of El Segundo is using the system.
IV. Agency Reports
· SBCCOG – Jacki Bacharach reported on:  Model corridor – two weeks ago staff had a conference call with the consultants and LA County and the consultant is looking at recent studies and identifying where the ramp detectors are working.  The SBCCOG is getting ready to testify on the LRTP tomorrow.  The SBCCOG’s comments included Green Line expansion to the airport and through the South Bay to the Redondo Beach Galleria; support of the South Bay transportation projects from the SBCCOG project list; and funding for the transit centers.  Regarding the PCH Micro Analysis, the RFP was released today.  New SBCCOG officers will be starting in July.  The new chair is Steve Diels.  The Energy Office has a new name – South Bay Environmental Service Center. The SBCCOG is also working with cities to help them prepare to write their climate action plan.  Heidi has been meeting with cities getting them started.  The plans will be written by the cities with the use of ICLE software.  Hopefully at the end of this work, the subregion will have a South Bay climate action plan.
· SOUTH BAY TRAFFIC FORUM - Andres Narvaez, LA County Dept. of PW reported that the final details are being worked out on the Torrance TMC.  Additional work will need to be done in Lawndale as the location of the equipment to the City Yard.  There was question regarding the written status report on the reference to the SCRRA and Andres will look into it.
· Metro – Cory Zelmer reported that the Metro is having a full agenda in June.  In addition to the LRTP, the agenda also includes a white paper on public/private partnerships; sustainability plan; the sales tax proposal and the list of projects that might receive funding if the tax was passed; and the NEXUS study report.
· Caltrans – none 
V. Other Business
