I.  
 LA County Waste -- La County Department of Public Works is working on a waste project that is grant funded and they are looking for candidate sites.  The project focuses on identifying alternatives to landfill. The project includes third party verification and emission testing. Cities that are interested should attend the informational meeting to be held Sept. 23, 2010 from 8 a.m. – 1 p.m. at the LA County DPW.   The meeting will also be web cast.  DWP will also send out letter to all the cities explaining the program.  They are looking for project sites in LA County as directed by the Board of Supervisors.  Toby Mitchell is the project manager.   There will be a  Phase II.  
II.
South Bay Measure R Hwy Implementation Plan Project List - The Iteris team provided an update on the project.  They stated that they have met with all cities that requested meetings.  They have revised the project list based on city comments.  If there is any additional project information available, cities must submit to Iteris by next Friday.  Iteris specifically needs feedback on the status column of the project list.  The more information captured the better the project can be evaluated.

The team is working on establishing evaluation criteria.  They are basing the criteria on  Metro's call for projects.  They discussed issues with selecting the best set of criteria such as: rating scale of 1-10; quantitative verse quantitative; defining and assessing project readiness; defining quick implementation; etc.  They requested feedback from the IWG on what they believe to be the most important evaluation criteria.  They handed out to the IWG members a survey to assess the importance of each of the project prioritization criteria.  The members ranked and commented on the criteria at the meeting and the results were shared.   
At the next month's IWG meeting the team will come back with final draft project list, the draft approach to evaluate the criteria, and the results of the groups input on the evaluation criteria.  
The next step will be to conduct a project readiness analysis.  A map of all the project locations will be developed.  
They are also creating a web site that will be accessible to all cities with project information as well as information on meetings, minutes, notes, etc.
It is anticipated that a funding plan for the first five years will be approved by the SBCCOG Board and then go to the Metro Board early next year.    

III.
Southern California 511 – 1991 travel information.  Anne Karna, LASAFE reported that this is a new program funded through $1.00 tax on vehicle licensing fees that went "live" in June.  Individuals can get information on carpool and vanpool, traffic, transit, speeds and travel time, and commuter services.  There is a call menu, but people can also talk to an operator.  There is web access also.  Future enhancements to the system will be the option to do route and destination planning.
