Speaker Biographies

Deborah Godfrey, Supervisor II, California Energy Commission 

Deborah Godfrey is a California Energy Commission Supervisor II in the Special Projects Office of the Fuels and Transportation Division. The Special Projects Office focuses on projects resulting in GHG reductions, increased energy efficiency, and project funding.   

Brad Kemp, Director of Regional Research, Beacon Economics
Brad Kemp is Director of Regional Research at Beacon Economics. A well-known expert on California labor-markets, Mr. Kemp was a labor research analyst for the California Employment Development Department (EDD) for over 7 years. During this time, he amassed singular expertise in the collection, reliability, and applicability of labor market statistics in the state.  Focusing on the greater Los Angeles region, Mr. Kemp was instrumental in helping leaders, workforce/economic development officials, and city planners use statistics to make better-informed choices and develop effective labor market strategies. He was responsible for releasing the monthly employment estimates and unemployment rate for Los Angeles County, and worked on special reports that detailed the effects of major events, such as the Southern California wildfires, on regional labor markets. Mr. Kemp also played a key role in communicating EDD’s data and message to a variety of audiences, becoming both a widely quoted source in the media, and regularly presenting at conferences, business gatherings, and regional events.
Robert Mejia, Employment Services Manager, South Bay Workforce Investment Board
Robert T. Mejia is Employment Services Manager at the South Bay Workforce Investment Board (SBWIB) located in southwest Los Angeles County, a local policy and administrative oversight authority, and distributor of federal funds to local employment and training entities under the federal Workforce Investment Act.  Robert is responsible for developing SBWIB’s One-Stop Career Center Quality Certification system and its business services program--the South Bay Business Resource Network.  He is also the organizer, facilitator and manager of California’s GREEN Workforce Coalition.  

Between 1994 and 1996, he served as principle writer of the PAN Project grant application, and as School-to-Work Coordinator and One-Stop Career Center Systems Coordinator for the South Bay Private Industry Council.  In addition to his role as Director of Grant and Contract Services, Robert served on the President’s Cabinet as Title III Strengthening Institutions Coordinator for the Riverside Community College District (RCCD) between 1996 and 1999 and as CalWORKS Planning Coordinator, grant writer, and manager of the Inland Empire Economic Investment Collaborative while at RCCD. 

From 2002 to 2003 Robert served on the California Workforce Investment Board’s One Stop Career Center Certification Work-Group. Currently, he serves on the California Public Utilities Commission’s statewide Workforce Education and Training Task Force.  Robert holds bachelors and master’s degrees in Public Administration, and has over nineteen years of management experience in workforce development.

Bryan Shumey, Program Manager, US Communities, Government Purchasing Alliance

Bryan Shumey is a Program Manager for U.S. Communities.  He began his career with U.S. Communities in November of 2007.  In this role, he is responsible for educating cities, counties, K-12 schools, colleges/universities, nonprofits, and other public agencies on the usage of U.S. Communities.  Bryan is part of the US Communities Green task force which continues to develop partnerships with Green organizations, meet with suppliers to review green products,  and assist in the formation if key green panels and discussion groups.
